


AN ORDINANCE NO. 99-9

AN ORDNANCE TO PROCLAIM THE EXISTENCE AND ESTABLISHMENT OF
THE OFFICE OF SOLICITOR GENERAL; TO SERVE THE MUNICIPAL COURTOF
DAHLONEGA, GEORGIA; AND TO OUTLINE THE DUTIES AND AUTHORITIES
OF THE STAFF THEREIN AS EXPRESSLY ALLOWED AND CONTINUED BY
THE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF GEORGIA.

SECTION 1:The office of the Solicitor General shall be established for the purpose of
providing representation for the interests of the citizens of Dahlonega in matters
pertaining to violations of City of Dahlonega ordinances and Georgia State offenses
enforceable within municipal court.

SECTION 2: The duly appointed City Attorney shall hold the office of Solicitor General.
The compensation of the Solicitor General shall be fixed by the council. No person shall
be qualified or eligible to serve as the Solicitor General unless he or she shall have
attained the age of 21 years and shall be a member of the State Bar of Georgia.

SECTION 3: Jurisdiction: Powers. Pursuant to section 4.13 of the city charter the
Solicitor’s Office shall share the Jurisdiction and Powers vested therein as well as any
powers granted by the laws of the State of Georgia.

SECTION 4: The staff of the office shall include the positions of Assistant Solicitor,
Investigator and support positions as needed. The staff of the Solicitor’s Office shall be
appointed by the Solicitor General and approved by the council as needed.

SECTION 5: This ordinance shall ratify all actions that have been taken by the persons
acting in the positions of the Solicitor’s Office to date as authorized by the Mayor and his
Council.

SECTION 6: All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.
